SERMON OUTLINE: “Why Jesus Christ Came into Our World”       December 1, 2013

Advent and Christmas are all about the coming of the Christ into our world.  

Have you ever asked yourself, or been asked by someone why God would come into our world as a man?  Why would God send His Son as St. Paul writes in Gal. 4:4, “God sent his son, born of a woman, born under the law”?  Perhaps this is a question you’ve wrestled with personally.

[bookmark: _GoBack]There are, I think, 4 fundamental reasons that have become apparent to me in the Bible.  The order in which I have chosen to discuss the reasons for the Son of God coming into the world seem logical to me, but they are all equally important to understand the salvific mission of   Messiah Jesus.

1. To take back from Satan God’s creation;
2. To reveal the Father God, the True and Only God to the world;
3. To redeem all mankind from sin, death and eternal hell; and
4. To give us a future and a hope in the midst of a world consumed by the effects of human rebellion against God and His Christ.

I.  CHRIST CAME TO TAKE BACK FROM SATAN GOD’S CREATION

A. God is the creator and owner of the world and everything and everyone in it.

    B. Christmas Day is all about God keeping His promise made throughout the 
         O.T., from Gen. to Malachi. 

    C. Jesus Christ’s ministry, from start to finish, had to do with reclaiming God’s
         World from Satan.

We see Jesus victorious over and over again as He comes under Satan’s persistent attacks.

         E. We must know our enemy, as Jesus did.  John 8:44.

            --It is the chief reason why self-help groups, psychology, and related 
               pseudo-scientific fields have replaced the Christian Church as the major
               source of spiritual strength for dealing with the attacks of the Enemy.
                
	--Jesus openly and powerfully dealt with Satan during His time on earth.

            --The Church, as the Body of Christ, also needs to continue to deal with 
               Enemy of all mankind.  

            --Each of us individually has a duty, and the authority from Christ to join
               this battle.  One of the astonishing boasts of the disciples when they re-
               turned from their first mission of carrying the Good News into the world
               was this:  “Lord, even the demons are subject to us in your name!”

 Jesus, our Messiah has come into the world to take back from Satan God’s creation. (1 Peter 3:18-19)

Every time we confront the enemy in the strength of Christ by the power of His name, we win back from Satan that which he has tried for millennia to usurp from God.  Jesus said is Mark 16, “And these signs will accompany those who believe: in my name they will drive out demons…”

Matt. 28:18, “All authority in heaven and earth has been given to me. Go therefore…”
